Motion made by and seconded to approve an expense to maintain the Swan Creek Township portion of the St. Charles Museum.
Motion made and seconded to approve budget amendments made through the General Appropriations Act.  Complete lists of amendments are attached to original minutes.
With the passing of Planning Commission member, Joe Malek, previous letters of intent from Michael Banning and James Bouliew for vacant Planning Commission position, were once again reviewed. With a recommendation from the Swan Creek Township Planning Commission, Motion made and seconded to appoint Michael Banning to the Planning Commission to finish out Joe Malek’s three-year term ending January 2024.

Motion made and seconded to adopt MERS resolution #2022-09 Resolution Establishing Authorized Signatories for MERS Contracts and Service Credit Purchase Approvals and assign Supervisor and Deputy Clerk as authorized signatories. Motion made and seconded to adopt MERS resolution #2022-08 uniform 457 supplemental retirement agreement.
2023 Road Project Estimate – Board reviewed all upcoming road projects that will be part of the new fiscal year budget. A copy of all projected road projects are attached to the original minutes.
