REGULAR MONTHLY BOARD MEETING
July 14, 2025– 7:00 P.M.

Supervisor Fulmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Motion made, and seconded to approve the agenda.
All minutes, financial statements, checks/invoices and correspondences are on file and available at the township office.
The Board reviewed the audit report. Clerk Larsen informed the board that the auditor is imposing substantial increases over the next three years. Clerk Larsen will call auditing firms to get quotes.
A motion was made and seconded that Crossroads Church is responsible for adjacent leased property and will need to remove the trees at the church’s expense.

Offer made and, seconded to adopt Resolution 2025-08 Commercial Rehab exemption certificate and acknowledge changes made on the estimated cost.  
Resolution 2025-09 Immigration Law and immigration Enforcement Measures -Under the Resolution, State funding directed to a municipality would not be approved by the State House unless the local Township has adopted and submitted a rule/policy/Ordinance stating that the Township will comply with Federal Immigration Law.  Offered and supported to adopt Resolution 2025-09.
A motion was made and seconded to approve planning commission recommendation to rezone 5 properties on South Graham Rd from a B-Business to an R-1 Residential property.
A motion was made and, seconded, to adopt the “Chapter 8 Sign Regulation Ordinance” updates with new size allowances for zoning districts. Ordinance update will take effect 30 days from July 14, 2025.

Saginaw County Road Commission will need to replace a cross culvert on Johann Drive due to collapse.  While repairs are being made, residents will not be able to drive in or out until the replacement is complete. No repair date as of yet from the road commission.  
Supervisor Fulmer stated the Tri Township fire department looked into replacing all the sirens due to many complaints of not being able to hear them when the tornado occurred in Saint Charles earlier this year.  They would cost around $30,000.00 each but no decision has been made yet.
With no further business, Supervisor Fulmer declared the Board Meeting adjourned at 7:42 p.m.
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
