REGULAR MONTHLY BOARD MEETING
April 13, 2026– 7:00 P.M.
Board members present: Supervisor Fulmer, Clerk Larsen, Treasurer Krzeszewski, Trustee Kushion and Trustee Mathey.

Supervisor Fulmer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Motion made, and seconded to approve the agenda.
All minutes, financial statements, checks/invoices and correspondences are on file and available at the township office.
Re-Determine Fire District Special Assessment Roll - Supervisor Fulmer presented the Roll in the anticipated amount $233,604.49. With no questions or written/public comments, moved and seconded to adopt the 2026 Fire District Special Assessment Roll at 2.0 mills on all real property located in the Township of Swan Creek. 
Motion made and seconded to approve an application for termination of Farmland Development Rights Agreement #73-57993-123128 for parcel #26-11-3-29-3003-000 in guidance in accordance with the rules/regulations and assessments.

Water Superintendent Mark Jebb and Deputy Treasurer/Water Admin Aimee Glazier presented the 2026 water rate study. Due to City of Saginaw rate increases and water system maintenance increases, Swan Creek Township needs to implement water rate increases.  Ready-To-Serve charges are used to maintain, repair, and test all components of the water system. Ready to Serve (RTS) rate for a 3/4-inch meter will increase from $45.00 to $47.00, 1-inch meter from $68.00 to $70.50, 2-inch meter from $136.00 to $141.00 per quarter.  Water rates will increase from $5.95 to $6.10 per thousand gallons for residents connected to Swan Creek Township water system.  Bulk water rates will increase from $6.85 to $7.25 per thousand gallons. New rates will take effect May 1, 2026.  Resolution #2026-06 ADOPTED.
Supervisor Fulmer stated the Tri Township Fire Department is in need of a new brush truck and they have found one that is 6 years old with a flatbed on it for $25,500.00.  All expenses over $25,000 require approval from Swan Creek Township, Brant Township, and St Charles Township. Motion made and seconded to approve the expenses.
With no further business, Supervisor Fulmer declared the Board Meeting adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
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
